Deacons will serve at the principal Sunday service only.

Deacons may be invited to make a presentation to a parish group, to preach, or both.
The deacon can provide possible topics for presentations, or parishes may indicate a
topic they would like to discuss.

The Deacon’s liturgical role in the service will include:

Reading the Gospel

Introduction of the Prayers of the People

Leading the Confession of Sin (the priest will do the Absolution)
Preaching or offering a homily, if so invited

Setting the Table

Standing with the Celebrant at the Table

The Deacon may serve the Cup

Perform Ablutions

The Dismissal

In parishes where there is already a Deacon in place, they will be in touch with that
deacon to discuss with them the appropriate sharing of duties for the day of the visit.
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
